REGIONS.  ENJOY NATURAL RAINFORESTS, MOUNTAIN BUSHLANDS, CLEAR RUNNING CREEKS AND RIVER

FEATURES: The Park covers an area of 16325 ha on the northern escarpment of the Hunter Valley. It 

contains two linked, high altitude plateaus that fall away steeply from 1590 metres to 400 metres. This 

produces a marked climatic variation within the park, from alpine at the top (where snow and heavy rainfall 

are not uncommon) to temperate coastal weather below. Within the park you can find side by side, 

rainforests, wet and dry eucalypt forests, Antarctic beech forest, open woodlands, and swamps, bogs and 

ferns in the frost hollows. The varied habitats are matched by a large number of plant and animal species. 

Such variety makes a visit to the park a rich experience! 

 
8.00am Depart King's Coach Depot, 6 Lingard Street, Merewether. Pickup points are at Tighes Hill Tafe, 

Mayfield (Hanbury Street & Maitland Road) and Hexham McDonalds by arrangement at time of 
booking.
